From the desk of Fr. Joe ….. 

 

Come, Holy Spirit, Come! 
 

 On March 9th, over 70 of our parish children will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation with Bishop Senior. 
This is now the time of preparation for them as they complete their Sacraments of Initiation. They have all been 
Baptized and each has received the Eucharist. Now they are preparing to receive the Gifts of the Holy Spirit in 
Confirmation. 
 
 Earlier this week, I attended the Confirmation retreat with our school and PREP students. I think they enjoyed 
the experience. Most of their parents had an evening of their own with the man who ran the retreat so that they too 
could hear the message. 
 
 To be honest, I wasn’t sure the retreat director had them at first. I saw some students talking to each other. 
Others were looking at their phones while others just seemed disinterested. However, as the presenter continued with 
his program he captured their attention. I saw these same young people now listening and paying attention. It was 
great to see it happen. 
 
 There were some key aspects of the day; Fun, Prayer, Bible, Respect and Honesty. I think the presenter was 
able to incorporate each of those five elements very effectively. He spoke honestly about God, Jesus and the Holy 
Spirit in a way that I think our students understood. He used humor and music to support his message. I think he did 
a great job with the Confirmation retreat. 
 
 Now that the retreat is over, I hope our young parishioners who are preparing for the Sacrament will keep in 
mind what they heard. I hope they will consider who God is in their lives. I hope they will build a relationship with 
Jesus through their daily prayer. I hope they will call on the Holy Spirit to help them when they have to make 
choices.  
 
 The things that I heard the presenter telling the Confirmandi are the very same things that can help all of us in 
our life of Faith. As I listened to him I was thinking that each of us, no matter who we are or how old we are, need to 
work at our relationship with God.  
 
 The presenter asked our students what gets in the way of our relationship with God, what stops us from going to 
church each week? I ask you, and myself, the same question. What can we do better our relationship with the Lord? 
Asking the Holy Spirit for help is a great place to start.

Bishop 
Graham believed that if the parish paid for our education, we owed the parish our very best.  We are so for-
tunate today to have the encouragement and support of Father Joe and we pledge to him to do our very 
best. 
 
Life is very different today.  Parents pay large tuitions; children are into 21st Century best practices; the in-
ternet gives us access to more than we could ever imagine.  However, the vision of St. John Neumann re-
mains:   To educate our Catholic youth in a Christ-centered environment. His dream was fulfilled with the 
emergence of thousands of Catholic schools throughout the United States.  While we continue to meet the 
challenges of Catholic education, we must never stop instilling in our young people that Christ is first and 
foremost the most important person in our schools.
